Planning and Design will allow for renewal or replacement of aging asphalt parking lots and roadways. This will also ensure proper drainage and runoff to prevent flooding during time of inclement weather, this will aide in infrastructure improvment and prevention. Installation of speed humps, proper striping, and energy efficiant lighting to aide in direction, public safety, and ADA improvments. 



Plan, Design, and Construct new Parking Lots and Roadways that are dirt on both campuses. This prevents mud, rutting and further infrastructure damage and assist in ADA processes. 



This project will also consist of 

Fixing ruts – Depressions in the parking lot surface caused by wheel loads or soil problems, which can cause hydroplaning if not treated

Sealing cracks – Causes of asphalt cracking include sun, water damage, poor parking lot construction, and freeze and thaw cycles.

Resealing – Every two to four years, parking lots should be resealed to protect against weather-related damage

Resurfacing – Resurfacing extends the lifespan of an old parking lot by as much as 15 years, by covering over the surface with another standard 1-½” layer of asphalt.This method it can sometimes work on a parking lot in fair condition, but not the preferred method. In some cases you may need a leveling course first.

Milling – Milling to remove 1.5 to 2 inches of asphalt may be necessary before resurfacing if the parking lot drainage is poor or for profile adjustments.
