REQUIREMENTS
Applicant must provide an official copy of his/her most recent high school transcript.
Applicant must provide an official "Letter of Acceptance" from a Vocational School, College or
University.
Applicant must provide one (1) letter of reference from an individual such as a school counselor,
instructor, teacher, coach, employer, or community member.
Applicant must provide a brief essay (100-word double-spaced) in response to the following essay
guestions:

How will your higher education allow you to give back to your community?

How will your language and culture benefit you on your educational journey and future
endeavors?

How will this scholarship help you achieve your educational objectives?

State your financial need.
