A. Your Eagle ID is assigned by the BANNER software sys-
tem and is used for all transactions. Please memorize it and 
make sure you get your Eagle ID card.

B. Estimated College Cost: (Estimated, average direct and 
indirect costs associated with attending Northern), Direct 
costs include tuition, fees and books. Indirect costs include 
your living costs such as room and board, transportation, 
personal, miscellaneous, child care and other related costs.

C. Student/Family Contribution (EFC): The results from your 
Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). The formula 
approved by Congress that determines the amount you and/
or your family can contribute towards your education.

D. Other Aid: Inform the Financial Aid Office of any aid re-
ceived from sources outside Northern.

E. Financial Need: Financial need is calculated by subtract-
ing the EFC from your estimated college costs.  This amount 
is what you are eligible to reaceive from all sources and can-
not be exceeded.

F. Unmet Need: This is the amount of financial need remain-
ing after your EFC and all aid (including other aid) has been 
subtracted from the estimated college costs.

G. Award Amounts: The Federal Pell Grant award shown on 
your award letter is reflective of full-time enrollment. Pay-
ments will be adjusted according to your actual enrollment 
status at census date (3rd Friday from start of term).

H. College Work Study Awards: Should your award letter 
include college workstudy, you MUST sign and return your 
award letter to the Financial Aid Office indicating whether you 
accept or decline the workstudy offer. If you do not return a 
signed award letter within 14 days from the date of the letter 
your work study award will be canceled and funds will be 
redistributed to other students
